1) Minutes from the Ely meting were accepted 

2) Holy Cross' application was considered, discussion arose over her associated institution. Vote will be taken at next IB meeting 

  Otterbein was accepted to the collaboration as a small institution 

2) Discussion on the bylaws as to the protocol for persons changing institutions, Maury reminded the members you are included  6 months for each year you were a member. People who changed will be asked to keep the list correct. IB rep should check author list to keep it current 
    - Small institutions were reminded that they are allowed to 
    attend IB meetings, with 1 vote all together 

3) Jenny Thomas' new appointment opened a new position within Excom. Each IB member nominated 1 individual, and then a preferential vote was taken. Giles Barr was elected to the ExCom(through 2010) 

4) There was some discussion to Jenny's presentation on Service task, namely the point to a supershifter. No vote was taken and the concept of supershifter, without any strict definition, was accepted. 
   Clarification was made that a supershifter would contribute above 
and beyond the insitutional quota, and that the option was not available to students and postdocs 

5) Changes to the collaboration bylaws regarding the selection of a deputy spokesperson were accepted 

6) Changes to the election of a co-spokesperson were made. The IB shortlisting was removed, and to be considered a nominee must receive three nominations. A preferential voting scheme was accepted to be the method by which the collaboration would vote. 

(Note that changes are included in Version 5.6 of the By-Laws)

7)  Discussion of Daniel Cronin-Hennessy.  His status on MINOS was discussed, and whether or not the IB needed to act for him to become an author.  The best memory of the IB is that he had been previously admitted to the collaboration, but had chosen not to be an author while his student and postdoc were on the author list.  He will be added to the author list.
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
