1. Overall Remarks

Clearly a big concern is getting the submittal from Healy and determining if there is a problem with pouring the concrete around the decay pipe without distorting the pipe too much.

2. Itemized suggestions, questions and concerns

(1)  It was mentioned that there would be radial cracks in the concrete as it cures.  I do not envision this being a radiation issue since access to this area will be very limited. But I would like to know how large one envisions these cracks will be and is there a possibly of somewhat large pieces of concrete breaking off if there are a lot of these cracks.   Once again, I do not see this as a concern, but something that would be nice to know about up front.

 (2)  I believe the cooling pipes will be surrounded at some level with PVC?  If so, are there any issues with PVC and radiation damage over the years?  It can release chlorine isotopes upon activation.

 (3)  Residual dose rates in the vicinity of the decay pipe access port and the decay pipe itself should be determined.
