1. Overall

2) There was concern raised about being in complete darkness until the generator kicks in.  We have used the “glow in the dark” paint or tape in a few areas around the lab and it seems to work well.  It is charged by the normal lighting and is there when you need it.   The cost was high years ago, but it may have come down by now.  Once again, we have had backup generators/transfer switches fail when needed and during their scheduled test periods.

3) I have been in several meetings with Bob Ducar and other where we have discussed the access requirements.  We have made some progress, but need defined parameters to make decisions.  I other words, see Phil’s comments.
